About project 

Common future focuses on the issue of sustainable development and aims to make young people aware about the link between the climate change and migration phenomenon and to show how everyone’s lifestyle and everyday choices have an impact on it. The climate change and the migrant crisis is spreading all around the world and in the past years it has its strong impacts in different counties throughout the European continent. This phenomenon is bringing a variety of socio-environmental issues having a strong impact on the youth in Europe.
In order to give a response to the above stated issue, through this project we want to empower youth and partner organisations with a necessary tools for development of activities that will further continue to raise the awareness among the young people about the interlink between migration, climate change and the personal lifestyle of each individual.
Therefore the project consists one mobility activity: 
- Youth exchange (01.-10.09.2017. Rudnik, Serbia) designed to raise the awareness of the young people about the migration and climate change crises in Europe. 
All activities will be based on non-formal approach and aims in order to meet the following objectives: 
· Deepen the knowledge of participants about migration, climate change and its connection
· Motivate youth for active participation in society 
· Improve competencies and skills of the participants 

· Contribute to the implementation of Europe 2020 strategy
· Enhance the international dimension of youth activities and promote cooperation among organisation from Serbia and organisations from Erasmus + program countries 
· Support capacity development of partner organization in the field of youth
· Reach our youth with fewer opportunities and include them in international youth projects
· Promote diversity and common values of freedom, tolerance and respect of human rights.

Key products of the project will be posters and short video clips on various topics related to migration and climate change. All products will be developed with an aim to raise awareness about the link between the climate change phenomenon and migration crisis in Europe and our lifestyles and motivate citizens, institutions and organizations to further act in the sense of its attenuation. 
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The Venue, Rudnik
Mountain Rudnik in central Serbia, is situated around 100 km south of Belgrade. Highest peak is the Cvijić Peak (1132 meters above sea level), and the others: Srednji and Mali Šturac, Molitve, Paljevine and Marijanac peaks are all more than 1000 meters high. Roads to Mt Rudnik are good. Some of the advantages of Mt Rudnik are its proximity to historic sites such as Oplenac, Takovo, Vraćevšnica Convent, Voljavca, Nikolje and the monasteries of the Ovcar and Kablar gorge, as well as its nice climate, clean air and numerous walking paths (1922 Rudnik was declared for air spa because of fresh air). In central part of Mt Rudnik is small town with same name Rudnik. Rudnik is small village in municipality Gornji Milanovac in central part of Serbia.

There is good bus connection between Belgrade and Rudnik/Gornji Milanovac. 

Accommodation and Catering
Boarding and lodging will be provided. Participants will be accommodated in Hotel “NEDA”. More information about Hotel “NEDA” you can find on: www.togm.org.rs/sme%C5%A1taj/rudnik/hotel-neda.html (also only in Serbian language). 
Rooms will be for 3 or 4 person. 
We will work in the hotel but will also spend a lot of time outside, so walking shoes and hiking equipment are something important to bring with. 

Money
The domestic currency is the RSD (dinar), 1 RSD =100 para. The dinar has a flouting exchange rate to Euro (rate 1€ = 123 dinars – approximately). You can exchange money in exchange office in Belgrade or on the airport, and also in Gornji Milanovac and Rudnik. There are also ATM’s in lot of banks in city of Gornji Milanovac. All things you want to buy is possible to pay only in domestic currency - dinars so be sure to have always some with you.  

How to reach Rudnik?
By plane 
If you are coming in Serbia by plane you will come on Belgrade airport “Nikola Tesla” from where you have bus lines to the centre of Belgrade near to the main bus station, from where you need to take a bus to RUDNIK – 15km before station in city of Gornji Milanovac.

From Belgrade 

If you come to the main bus or train station in Belgrade you need to take a bus for RUDNIK - Gornji Milanovac (bus thicket costs around 1000 dinars/ 9 Euro and trip lasts about 2h). On the bus station in Rudnik someone from the hosting team will wait for you and take you to the Hotel Neda.
IMPORTANT! Please inform us about the venue and the time of your arrival in Belgrade, so we can help you to organize your trip to Rudnik, and also inform us when you take bus for Rudnik from Belgrade so we can estimate time of your arrival to Rudnik and wait you on the station. 
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When to buy tickets?
As soon as you select your participants we warmly recommend you to contact us before buying their tickets.
